Even though Charles began his career in French,
he has been seen in many English productions since graduating from Concordia
University. On stage, he has had the chance to work with Ondinnok, a Quebec native-
theatre company, and toured Quebec and the Maritimes with Geordie Theatre. On
screen, he has appeared in a variety of productions, both in English and in French, such
as En thérapie (La Presse Télé) and Being Human (Muse Productions). Most recently,
he appeared as host of the four-part documentary series, Le 8° feu (8" Fire), a series
tackling a variety of contemporary First-Nation issues, produced and aired by Radio-
